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é “Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life:
and I will dwell in the house of the LORD forever.” Ps. 23

Many of you are familiar with this Psalm and many of you have it
memorized. It speaks of the Christian journey. From the waters of Baptism
that restores our soul, the cup that runneth over such as in the Sacrament of
the Altar, to the anticipation of eternal life that begins in the Lord's house.

We may not know what the day or tomorrow will bring, both for us or for our loved ones. This is
clearly seen in the Psalms of the Old Testament where the psalmist clearly struggles with the same
elements of life as we do.

However as baptized Christians, we do know what the day and tomorrow brings, namely in that
greater life that has been given to us in our Baptism. We know whatever this world wishes to hand
over to us, be it sorrow or some personal struggle in life, we belong to a heavenly eternal family
where all sadness and struggle is overcome in Christ.

This is where St. Paul says in Colossians, “If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things
that are above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on things that are
above, not on things that are on earth. For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.
When Christ who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory. Put to death
therefore what is earthly in you.” (ESV)

The psalmists may not have answers to their problems, but they do and that is knowing the greater
life given before the true God in Christ. God is the same before and after our problems and the life
that He gives in Christ remains the same. It is we who change because of our blindness and sin.

Sadness and sorrow, personal struggle and the like is part of this world and should be expected in
our own. However, despair is when we forget about thinking and believing in eternal things. When
we invest only in this life such as; successes, happiness and pleasure, we become earth bound and
blinded in sin, and we don't see the greater life that God has given us.

The baptized Christians learn that what we do here is a part of the greater life we have with God in
Christ and with one another; both of the saints in heaven and on earth. This was the point in
Ecclesiastes where King Solomon says that life is vain, useless, or meaningless. It is as he clearly
points out and shows clear examples in his writing why this is true. He points out all is vain, unless it
is a life lived before the true God. Thus all we do in this life is a part of the eternal life we have before
God, namely (to use King Solomon's language) in the “Shepherd” who is Jesus Christ.

What faith and life are seen with our community at St. John Bingen. Is it the worldly cares and
concerns or marked successes that drive our church or is it the eternal life lived in the Lord's house
before Christ now and to all eternity under His mercy and truth? I believe it is the later!
