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é Dear Members of Bingen,

I mentioned one Sunday that I would give some recommendations for
Bingen in this upcoming newsletter. As I expected, I saw some faces of wonder,
some of caution and other faces of expectation of something good. You will most
likely find there is nothing threatening about my recommendations for I believe
one builds and expands upon the old traditions. Over the past year I did not bring
anything new to the table. I wanted to spend my time listening, observing and learning about the
culture and people of Bingen and the community. I have learned that Bingen has great people with a
lot of opportunities at our door step. However, I believe this church is at a sensitive turning point
that if we do not invest in certain areas of the life of our church, we may find our church becoming
complacent. This means that our church is just happy the way we are and not aware of the changes
and challenges that are going on around us as a Christian church. In my travels throughout United
States, I have visited and heard of many of our churches who became complacent and are now an
older member church with very few youth but they have a lot of money. They struggle, trying to
figure ways they can grow and insure a future for their congregation.

In my Ph.D studies, I studied cultures and movements that take place within the world and in the
United States. I tried to think of simple ways to explain the movements going on in our American
culture. In general, I summed it up by two examples, first, a couple who intends to get married and
secondly, what they consider for their wedding and reception.

In my almost 18 years in the Holy Ministry, almost every couple that has come to me to be married
rarely have talked what each other believes or values in life. They truly love each other, they want to
live the rest of their life together, and they love being together. But when tough times come, when
there are no shared values or Christian beliefs in marriage and family, this generation experiences
shallow relationships (friends and marriage) and abandon relationships while seeking relationships
trying to find compassion, stability and acceptance. This is why many children abandon their parents,
their spouses and quickly change friends. This is why there is a lot of loneliness and depression in our
culture today. This is why many people live together before marriage while not knowing what the
value of marriage is really about. Ask some pastors, they will tell you of the rise of these symptoms
that have accelerated especially in the past five to seven years.

This is what is driving many of our modern churches today. The contemporary worship is not driven
by Christian beliefs of Word and Sacrament but driven by the example above, of the couple who are
seeking gratification and are in need of something beyond fundamental beliefs. In truth, traditional
worship is quite boring to this generation but only because there is a loss of reverence and piety in
Christianity. This is why we have church hoppers, those who do not like one church, abandon it and
go to another. They do not consider the beliefs of their church nor the people they sit with in the pew
(their church family). If they do that to their church family, I wonder if they do the same to their own
family as well? The second example of today's culture is in the marriage and the wedding reception.
I always say, if you want to know how a couple understands marriage and their marital life, look to
how they view their wedding ceremony. When a couple wants to get married many couples want to
throw every meaningful thing to them, into the wedding service. They are driven by the attempt of
making the marriage meaningful while not resting in the the simple beliefs and value of what the
Christian marriage ceremony is all about. This generation attempts to make the Sunday morning
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service meaningful to them while at times overlooking the fact that the meaning of Sunday worship is
not found in themselves but in the true God, namely in Christ Jesus who literally comes to them in
Word and Sacrament.

Many of the couples today try to invest so much in the marriage ceremony that they forget about the
meaning of the wedding reception. Our Lord saw great meaning in the wedding reception at the
Wedding of Cana. In other words, in today's culture we center so much on the Sunday morning
church service in order to try to make it meaningful to us and in the mean time doing very little to
invest in the “reception” or the life we have received in Christ. Such questions might be asked about
our Church, "What do we do as Church during the week for the youth, for families, for married
couples, for single and divorced, for the older individuals or for the Church as a whole?” People say
they are too busy to do stuff at the church or at church activities? Last time I looked we all have the
same amount of time in the day. It is not how much time we have but it is how we choose to use our
time in view of those things that we value most in our life. But busy or not, if the church does not
offer opportunities to participate as a church community, then it just won't ever happen, will it?

Bingen is a big church with a small country way of thinking. This is a compliment by the way.
Country people still stress “community” relationships more than city people. What is my response for
Bingen's future in view of what I have written above? To my first point, according to research on
today's culture, many of the “baby boomers” will still be attracted to contemporary services but to
the rest of the population (the older and the youth) is a little different. They are what I call seekers.
Statistically the youth want to understand why they believe the way they do. The youth are either
incapable of talking religion or applying religious thought or they want solid beliefs, historical liturgy
and tradition according to the research that has been done. Why do they like liturgy or tradition?
Over half of this generation has parents that are divorced and their parents come from a generation
of “wanting to feel good.” Many youth are tired of emotional based things and want shared beliefs
expressed in liturgy and tradition. In other words, they want to know that they belong to something
bigger.

The answer to my first point above is education. Giving the youth and their parents, and others the
opportunity to ask questions, challenge the pastors, converse in meaningful conversations about our
Christian life. This is done through casual activities, events and classes that will be offered at Bingen
when we get our new pastor. Lutheranism has a very rich theology and it responds very well to a
very diverse and ever changing world of ours. I am planning convocations where we will invite other
churches and center on such topics as sexuality, marriage, family and singleness. It will highlight
many important questions of our day. Also, we will strengthen our Sunday School and involvement
with Wyneken. For our Sunday School, we will have teacher meetings before the beginning of Sunday
School and encourage all the children to be apart of our Sunday morning school and any special
events such as the Christmas children's service. When we refresh our beliefs and understanding of
the Christian faith, usually what follows is our appreciation of what happens in a traditional worship
service.

The response to my second point centers upon our church activities beyond the formal education.
Much of life is learned not in the classroom but in our daily interaction with one another and causal
events planned by our church. I am in the process of planning marriage enrichment retreats, events
for those who are single (including those who are single but dating), events for the youth such as
scuba diving, camping along with their parents and the amusement park. Actually I have a list of
activities for all ages for this coming summer and year.

The rise and fall of a congregation does not simply have to do with the pastor but also the
involvement of the members of our church. The future of our church rest within the hands of God
under the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. Let us enter into these coming years refreshed, as a
congregation that moves forward founded in the Holy Scriptures, the Catechism and good tradition
that we may be a solid refuge for those who desire to find rest and refuge in the life, mercy and love
of our Lord Jesus Christ.

We will be celebrating Lutheran Schools Week during the first full week in March. Lutheran schools
throughout our country and the world take this time to remember and celebrate the blessings that God has given
to Lutheran schools. God has especially blessed us with caring and supportive congregations; dedicated pastors,
teachers, and staff; wonderful, energetic students; and understanding parents. God has also blessed us with a
great facility that includes large classrooms, a library, a computer room, a music room, a cafetorium, and a
gymnasium.

The theme for Lutheran Schools Week, Lutheran Schools — Securing Each Child’s Future — For a
Life of Service, is based on the Bible verse listed above. Our students have the opportunity to hear and read the
Gospel each and every day.

The children
have visited area nursing homes and made cards/gifts for the residents.

Our hope and prayer are that our students’ lives are being changed by God’s grace through their
education here at Wyneken. We pray that the Holy Spirit is strengthening their faith each and very day. We pray
that their lives will be full of service to the Lord by helping other people. In today’s economy, more and more
people are homeless and hungry. During Lutheran Schools Week, the students will have the opportunity to
bring in clothing to share with people in need. Please give your children the opportunity to be of service to other
people in need — an elderly neighbor, a homeless family, or a hungry child.

Lutheran schools are a great place for students to grow spiritually, academically, emotionally, and
physically.

Science Fair News

Congratulations to 6", 7" & 8th grades Science Fair participants. Some very nice projects were turned in. Special recognition goes to
Blake Bulmahn and Alyssa Strickler (8"), Tim Kiess (7"), Emma Norder (6™), and Kaley Butler (5™) for being selected as the top 5
exhibitors at this year’s science fair.

Also, Congratulations goes to Andy Blomenberg, 7" grade, who won first prize in the 11™ Annual Middle School Bridge Design
Competition held at Science Central on Saturday, February 13. The event was sponsored by the Anthony Wayne Chapter of the
Indiana Society of Professional Engineers. Judges included professors from IPFW. Students had to design a two-foot span bridge
using less than 200 popsicle sticks and only wood glue. Scores were based on a combination of bridge weight, deflection, and load.
Andy’s bridge withstood over 200 pounds of load and scored 3,758 points. Second place recorded only 1604 points and last year’s
winner had a score of 2,692. One official remarked that he usually doesn’t see scores as high as Andy’s until the high school
competition. Four other teams from Wyneken competed: Jay Scheumann and Spencer Shoup; Kamio Gilreath and Carissa Schultz;
Taylen Melcher, Josh Brune, and Tim Kiess; and Kathy Jenkins, Meghan Quinn, and Hannah Johnson. Students could participate as
individuals or in teams of up to three. Nine different schools fielded 33 teams. Attendees were also able to tour all the museum’s
exhibits including the traveling Hubble space telescope display from NASA. Our thanks to Wayne Scherry for bringing this
competition to our attention and to Thrivent for providing some bridge building kits.

Have breakfast with your child/ren and talk about what’s happening in school that day. Tell them what you’re doing, too.
